St John & St James CE Primary School was inspected by three inspectors for two days and 

they met with parents, pupils, staff, governors, representatives from the local authority and 

LDBS; they collected questionnaires from staff; no evidence was gained from the online 

questionnaire (Parent View) as there were too few responses, they looked at parent 

questionnaires completed in May: they observed the children in classrooms and in the 

playground, before, during and after school hours; they also looked at school documents 

and policies. 
 

The school was judged to be ‘Good’ in all five areas; Leadership and Management, 

Behaviour and safety of pupils, Quality of teaching, Achievement of pupils and Early years 

provision. Here are a few headlines from the report:
